ENCINITAS: Railway suicide victim identified

ENCINITAS ---- Officials have named the 58-year-old woman killed Monday when she was hit by a train in an apparent suicide.
 
Terry Ann Snaer of Oceanside stood in front of a northbound Amtrak train about 2:10 p.m., failing to move when the train's engineer sounded his horn several times, officials said.
 
The death, which was witnessed by people waiting at the Encinitas Coaster station, halted rail traffic in both directions for hours.
 
Snaer was divorced and lived with her parents and siblings in Oceanside, according to the county medical examiner's office.
 
All rail traffic was stopped while sheriff's deputies and the medical examiner's office investigated, North County Transit District spokesman Tom Kelleher said.
 
Even after authorities released the Amtrak train, it remained blocking the single track because the crew requested to be replaced, Kelleher said. It is Amtrak's policy that crews may be released following a death on the tracks.
 
The train was moved by 4:30 p.m. and trains resumed, though the Encinitas station remained closed for several more hours for the medical examiner's investigation, Kelleher said. A bus took Coaster riders to Encinitas.
